· Will ensure that all adult members complete a self disclosure form (and enhanced DBS checks for Coaches and Club Activity Assistants)

· Will respond to concerns and allegations appropriately

· Will follow Norfolk Safeguarding Children and Vulnerable Adult Procedures, and guidance in the British Canoeing Safeguarding Policies.

When there are concerns about the welfare of any child/young person/vulnerable adult or the behaviour of an adult, all members/adults/parents in our organisation are expected to share those concerns with the Designated Welfare Officer or Deputy.
They are responsible for: 
· Monitoring & recording concerns
· Making referrals to Norfolk Children’s and Adults Services without delay
· Liaising with British Canoeing Safeguarding Officer
· Arranging Safeguarding training for coaches and adult members
Confidentiality:
In cases of disclosure of abuse, or concerns about a coach or volunteer, we are obliged to share the information with the Designated Welfare Officer or Deputy who may have to refer our concerns to Norfolk Children’s or Adults Services or the Police as appropriate
